1. A Full Day is 9:00 AM to 3:30 PM with a 90-minute lunch break.  Half Day is AM or PM 

Session - Designed to enable coaches to split groups by age or skill level into morning 

and/or afternoon sessions.  Fees are based on a 25-camper minimum.  Staff size will be 

based on camper numbers.  Session times may be adjusted to allow for travel or facilities. 

 

2.  The Instructional/Team Play option is designed for schools who want both individual 

instruction & team competition.  Schools are encouraged to join forces at a central 

location (3+ recommended).  Camp Staff will coordinate instructional sessions in the 

morning (9:00-11:30) then supervise and officiate match Play in the afternoon (1:00-3:30).

He has guided the Lopers to a 354-51 record including 8 RMAC championships & 11 straight trips to the NCAA 
tournament. His tenure includes a National Runner-up finish, two Final Fours, three Elite Eights, and six Sweet Sixteen finishes.  
The Lopers were also ranked #1 in the nation for the duration of the 2004 season and half of 2005.  He has garnered RMAC 
Coach of the Year honors six times.  Prior to his tenure at UNK, Squiers directed Hastings College to a 206-59 including 3 NIAC 
titles and 3 National Tournaments.  Squiers has a career mark of 661-144 and 20 years experience directing summer camps.
